	Invasion of Canada

Since the British forces were weakest in Canada, Americans invaded, but not as effectively as they should have. The invasion of Canada could have eliminated all British influence among the Native Americans.
Great Lakes
Oliver Hazard Perry used Lake Erie to gain control of the Great Lakes and enabled Harrison’s army to finish them off at the Battle of the Thames. 
British invasion of New York

The British took to the lake-river route to invade New York. Americans fought desperately and feverishly, led by Thomas Macdonough. The Americans fought valiantly and won. Saved upper New York from conquest, New England from further disaffection, and the Union from possible disunion.
Washington D.C.

Washington was invaded easily by the British, since the militia at Bladensburg fled embarrassingly. The British set the capitol building and the White House on fire. 
Fort McHenry

In Baltimore, Fort McHenry held firm as the British failed to capture the city. This gallant defense was the inspiration for the Star Spangled Banner 
Battle of New Orleans 

Led by the “War Hawk” Andrew Jackson himself, the American army fought against the much larger army at New Orleans. Americans destroyed the overconfident British Army, making Jackson a national hero. This battle was significant in itself as a boost for America’s nationalism and self-confidence. 
Treaty of Ghent

Tsar Alexander of Russia was worried that one of his most powerful allies against Napoleon, Britain, was wasting all its strength in American lands, proposed a treaty meeting in Ghent, Belgium. Essentially, the treaty only asked for no more fighting, and the restoration of conquered territory. 
New England Federalists

These were Federalists that proposed secession from the Union, and were accused of even aiding the British Navy off the coast with lanterns. 
Hartford Convention
Was a secret convention called when the capture of New Orleans in 1814 seemed imminent. It proposed that a two-thirds vote in Congress was required before an embargo could be imposed, new states admitted, or war declared. It called to abolish the 3/5ths clause,
